Yard Waste

•	Collected weekly (March–November)

•	Customer-provided can, biodegradable 
bags or bundles

•	9– or 3–month programs available

•	Materials Accepted: Leaves, grass, small 
limbs and branches

•	Weight Limit: 60 lb. per can or bag

Bulk Waste
•	Call to schedule. Cost per item.

•	Materials Accepted: Objects too big 
for the garbage cart, e.g., toilets, sinks, 
mattresses, carpet, fencing, and large 
household furnishings.

•	Weight Limit: Safe for two men to pick up

White Goods
•	Call to schedule. Cost per item.

•	Materials Accepted: Stoves, washers, 
dryers, refrigerators, etc.

•	Weight Limit: Safe for two men to pick up

Prepare for Pickup
Collection Day: Call Customer Care for Collection Day.    

Set Out Time: 6:00 AM

Materials: All waste materials must be INSIDE the provided cart (i.e., garbage 
in garbage cart, recycling in recycling cart). Items placed outside the cart will 
NOT be collected. (Extra carts may be requested for an additional monthly fee.)

Weight Limits: Carts CANNOT exceed sixty (60) lb. each. 

Holiday Schedule
If the holiday falls on or prior to your regular collection day, pick-up will be delayed 
by one day through the end of that week. 

Holidays Observed: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.

Cart Placement
Carts MUST be LESS THAN three (3) ft. from the curb and MUST be 
AT LEAST three (3) ft. away from from any standing object (this includes 
mailboxes, vehicles, and other waste containers).
